Provenance: Air rifles of this type were produced between 1913-14 in the
serial range 60000-78212 by BSA and almost always are found with the
Improved Model D markings.

Provenance: The company of Norman May of Bridlington, U.K. were well
known importers of quality German air rifles and had in their portfolio the
BSF range as well as Weihrauch. Weihrauch dominated the adult UK air rifle
market in the 1970°s to 1990’s, with their HW35 model being the best seller
in all its guises. Norman May Co. did the unthinkable towards the end of the
1970's and decided to customise these Weihrauch rifles, giving them the new
name of 'Vixen' and improving on what most buyers already considered
perfection. It took a couple of years for the final version to be arrived at and
modifications included cosmetic alterations such as chroming certain pieces
of the furniture but the main difference was internal. The piston was sleeved
down making the mainspring a tighter fit and less likely to buckle. The piston
was also polished and chromed and a special bespoke guide-rod fitted, unique
to each rifle and different for each calibre. Originally a special longer nickel-
alloy coated Swedish steel mainspring was also utilised. The transfer port
was also modified and particular to the calibre. Sadly, many of the original
springs failed within the first few shot and were often replaced with
proprietary Weihrauch springs. Three versions were produced with customer
request sometimes mixing the specifications. The Standard model used a
22in. barrel and the action was fitted in the plain beech stock. A Luxus’
version with walnut stock and a shorter barrel was also available, and this, the
‘Export’ version, both using the Weihrauch stocks of the same name. It is
believed around 200 examples were made in .177 and around 500 in .22 across
all models. With the retail price of an HW35 being approximately £54 in 1979,
the Vixen at £157 for the top model was a considered purchase. These
Weihrauchs were the first commercially available customised and tuned
pieces and paved the way for later companies such as Venom and Air-Masters

Provenance: Probably the rarest air-rifle from a major manufacturer ever to have graced these
rooms, the BSA V52000 was a last ditch attempt by a failing BSA to regain their market share from
the dominant German manufacturers. At the time of production, BSA had just been bought by
entrepreneur businessman James Edmiston who realised that the company desperately
needed a radical world-beating product to recapture their market share. Heralded as the
‘airgun ahead of its time' the magazine loading V52000 was that product. Designed by
Roy Hutchinson of Sterling HR81 and later Park Rifle fame, the project was funded by
Edmiston but sadly it would appear it was too little too late as BSA soon changed
hands again, this time being bought by the Spanish and the project was shelved.
Expert opinion suggests that ten rifles only were produced, with perhaps a
handful of others assembled from major parts remaining on hand by a third
party with smaller pieces being recreated. Apparently of these original ten
rifles, only two were deluxe versions, the remainder being stocked in
beech. This rifle is one of those two Deluxe models and is accompanied
by a magazine article on this actual rifle -

Provenance: By popular tradition, Capt. Munro shot his Colonel, David Lynar Fawcett
in a duel on July 1st, 1843 using these pistols. According to accounts of the time,
two carriages were observed at a quarter to five in the morning by a policeman, S.
Jones, driving past Camden Villas towards the Brecknock Arms Tavern. They
stopped by the tollgate, and the toll-keeper saw five gentlemen alight, and headed
off in parties of two and three into the ajoining fields. Ten minutes later, two
gentlemen returned, boarded on of the carriages and drove off towards Regents
Park. Even though no shots were heard, the toll-keeper said to the afore mentioned
policeman that he thought a duel may have been fought. The pair investigated and
found Lieutenant Colonel Fawcett of the 55th Regt. prostrate on the ground with two
other men standing over him. The Colonel had been shot through the right side in the
area of his chest. Initially he passed it off as an ‘accident’ but later confessed to his
wife that the shooter was his brother in law, Lieutenant Alexander Thomas Munro of
the Royal Horse Guards.

It transpired the duel was over a family dispute over property and that an argument
over how the Colonel had handled Munro’s affairs whilst Munro was away on service
in China had broken out. Munro fled abroad to Belgium after the duel, but the other
men involved were all arrested and charged with murder. Colonel Fawcett lived until
July 3rd, where he expired from the wound received. The subsequent trial found all
except Munro not guilty. Munro eventually returned to England four years later,
where he was arrested. However, so many people attended his trial as favourable
character witnesses that he was only sentenced to one year in prison, time he spent
by popular account reading and writing letters.

After being released from prison, Munro repurchased his commission and took up
a posting in Sligo as Barracks Master. In July 1855, Munro was appointed Barracks
Master in Boyle, County Roscommon. In July 1863, he was Barracks Master in
Richmond Barracks, Templemore, County Tipperary. Additionally, while the dates
are unclear, he was also Barracks Master in Quebec, Canada.

Alexander died on 21 June 1867 at Stada Cona Villa, Military Road, Crinkill - just
outside Parsonstown, it was possible he was acting as Barracks Master for Birr
Barracks. His obituary mentions little about his career. At the time of his death
cemeteries in Birr were in a terrible state, so he was interred at Seir Kieran, about
14 kilometers outside of Birr. Almost ironic that he was buried in the home county
of his brother-in-law. In Alexander’s will he left £200 pounds and all his effects to his
wife Eliza.

The inscription on his now collapsed tombstone reads:

The Port of Natal was renamed D'Urban in 1835 in honour of Lt. Gen.

Provenance: The crest on this rifle is almost certainly that of Richard Seymour-Conway, 4th Marquess of Hertford (22 February 1800 - 25 August 1870). Lord Hertford
was the son of Francis Seymour-Conway, 3rd Marquess of Hertford, and Maria Seymour-Conway, Marchioness of Hertford. Brought up in Paris by his Italian mother,
who had separated from his father, Lord Hertford was a bright but wayward boy, who received little formal education. The 4th Marquess”intention had been to take
his son to England to attend public school, but his wife's doubts about his health persuaded him to place Hertford with a tutor. He did not flourish, however, being
incorrigibly idle and irked by English society; he wrote to his mother in 1816, asking her to pity him, ‘for | do bore myself cruelly’. That year he was duped by two army
officers into losing an enormous sum of money at cards, a scandal that dogged him and his father for several years. When he was 18, Lord Hertford was an attaché
at the British embassy in Paris, and began a liaison with a woman 11 years his senior, Agnes Jackson, whose origins are obscure, although she was ostensibly the
daughter of the self-styled baronet, Sir Thomas Wallace of Craigie Castle. The resulting illegitimate son was christened Richard Jackson and was subsequently
brought up by Lord Hertford’s mother in France. Richard Jackson was later baptised as Richard Wallace (possibly his mother’s maiden name). In 1820 Lord Hertford
purchased an ensigncy in the 1st West India regiment and the following month transferred to the Prince of Wales’s Own light dragoons. Late the following year he
bought a Lieutenancy and joined the half-pay list, hoping to be able to visit his mother in France. His father however commanded him to offer himself on the
parliamentary vacancy for county Antrim (a position formerly held by his father), to preserve the family interest, and engineered his return to a full-pay posting. Much
against his wishes he set out for Ireland, and from Dublin reported that dirt, etc., is all that is to be found ... How | hate being here nobody knows and shall be
delighted to find myself once more in Paris’. In January 1822 he was duly returned for Antrim, where his grandfather, the 2nd marquess of Hertford, had his principal
Irish estates. By the 1830’s, Lord Hertford had retired from parliamentary life and lived reclusively in Paris, spending much of his time purchasing a vast collection
of art, adding to his fathers already impressive collection.

Charles Stewart Henry Vane-Tempest-Stewart, 7th Marquess of
Londonderry, KG, MVO, PC, PC (Ire] (13 May 1878 - 10 February 1949), styled
Lord Stewart until 1884 and Viscount Castlereagh between 1884 and 1915,
was a British peer and politician. He is best remembered for his tenure as
Secretary of State for Air in the 1930’s, preserving the Royal Air Force against
cuts, and for his praise of Nazi Germany. In 1936 he entertained the German
Ambassador to London, Joachim von Ribbentrop at his county seat of Mount
Stewart, County Down. Ribbentrop is reported to have landed in
Newtownards with a “noisy gang of SS men” and the four-day visit became a
national newspaper story.

Edith Vane-Tempest-Stewart, Marchioness of Londonderry, DBE [née
Chaplin, 3 December 1878 - 23 April 1959] was an influential society hostess
in the United Kingdom between World War | and World War Il, and a noted
gardener and writer.

In 1903 she was one of the founding members and member of the first
committee of the Ladies Automobile Club. In 1914, after the outbreak of
World War I, she was appointed the Colonel-in-Chief of the Women's
Volunteer Reserve (WVR), a volunteer force formed of women replacing the
men who had left work and gone up to the Front. The WVR was established
in December 1914 in response to German bombing raids on East Coast towns
during the First World War.

Lady Londonderry also assisted with the organisation of the Officers’ Hospital
set up in her house, and was the first woman to be appointed to be a Dame
Commander of the Order of the British Empire in the Military Division, upon
the Order’s establishment in 1917. In the 1920's Lady Londonderry created
the gardens at Mount Stewart (which were later proposed as a UNESCO
World Heritage Site), which von Ribbentrop described as ‘paradise’ on his
visit. It was said that rather than enter her gardens through a door, Lady Edith
would dive in and out of a sash window, followed by her dogs - of which there
were 14 at one time, ranging from Deerhound to Pekinese.

During the 1920's and 1930’s, Lady Londonderry frequently entertained the
first Labour Party Prime Minister, James MacDonald. This was much
disapproved of, since her husband was a Conservative cabinet Minister.
During a period when women'’s political allegiances were linked to their
husband’s parliamentary views Edith sought to contradict the views of her
spouse, especially on the issue of women's suffrage. Edith actively supported
local suffrage groups in the North of Ireland but hesitated to support the
more violent suffragette actions of the Irish Women's Franchise League.
Edith was also a firm believer in the equal position of women and if given the
chance women could flourish in industries that they were denied access or
little involvement with.

IN THE GUNROOM
THE 14-BORE GUN
DONALD DALLAS

This auction is very unusual in that it offers a small collection of very
rare 14-bore centre-fire guns, a calibre that was hardly ever built by
British gunmakers. Lot 704 is a 14-bore Purdey hammerless non-
ejector gun dating from 1879 estimated at £2000-£3000, lot 705
another Purdey 14-bore hammerless ejector gun dating from 1894
estimated at £2000-£3000, lot 741 a Lancaster slide and drop 14-bore
hammer gun built around 1860 estimated at £700-£900 and
undoubtedly the star of the show is lot 1550, a Boss 14-bore sidelock
ejector built at the very late date of 1938 estimated at £9000-£12,000.

During the muzzle-loading period, shotgun bores were anything but
standard. They didn’t have to be and as long as you had the correct
sized wad punch, you could have any bore size you wanted. In the
latter stages of the percussion muzzle-loader, a little bit of
standardisation crept in and 14-bore tended to be the most common
bore size. If you owned a Boss, Purdey or the like and were involved in
the new driven game shooting, you certainly did not cut your own wads
and they were bought off the shelf in the more standard sizes.

Whenever breech-loading appeared in the late 1850s, almost right
from the start, the standard breech-loading cartridge rapidly became
the 12-bore. Unlike a muzzle-loader a sportsman couldn’t “make” his
own charge, he had to buy a self-contained cartridge from a cartridge
supplier. Early cartridges were made of thickish card and to get all the
load in along with the newly created cartridge chamber, the bore size
was enlarged slightly to 12-bore.

The 12-bore became the standard bore size and by far the majority of
pinfire guns were built in 12-bore. Centre-fire guns likewise were
mostly 12-bores apart from a smattering of 16-bores and 20-bores.
The 16-bore was always regarded as a continental bore and not very
popular in Britain and the 20-bore as a lady’s or boy’s gun. The 12-
bore was the man’s gun and that was that. Even if you preferred a light
load and a light gun in the twenties and thirties, you bought a 12-bore
two-inch gun, a 20-bore would certainly not do.

And yet the old muzzle-loading bore size of 14-bore did continue into
breech-loaders. Several of the early Lancaster breech-loaders of the
late 1850s were 14-bores as is evidenced by the Lancaster in lot 741.
The big cartridge manufacturers did offer 14-bore pinfire and centre-

fire cartridges right up until the Second World War. They were certainly
very uncommon and they must have been a devil to find as they would
no doubt have been a special order at your local ironmongers.

W.W. Greener in his classic late 19th century book, The Gun And Its
Development was quite scathing about the 14-bore. “The 14 bore
breech-loader is rarely made and possesses no distinct advantages
and has the severe disadvantage of being a size for which cartridges
are not easily procurable. It was a convenient size to convert muzzle-
loaders to breech-loaders as few of the old 13 bore muzzle-loaders
were made sufficiently stout in the breech to allow them being
chambered for 12 bore cartridge cases.”

14-bore shotgun cartridges were listed in the major cartridge
manufacturers catalogues right up untit WW2. In the 1899 Eley
catalogue no less than five different qualities of cases in this size were
available, varying from the cheap but serviceable brown quality to the
brass covered Ejector and all brass Perfect cases.

A 1930 Eley catalogue list the charges for a 14-bore as either 31 grains
Smokeless Diamond or 38 grains Schultze, both nitro powders. Even a
black powder version was listed with 2 3% drams load. In all cases the
shot load was 1oz.

And if 14-bore was uncommon, Cogswell & Harrison in the early 20th
century introduced a new bore size, 14 %. The idea was to split the
small difference between 14 and 16 bores, but no matter what the
theoretical advantages were, best of luck trying to buy 14 % cartridges.

The 14-bore centre-fire gun that began its life in the 1850s soldiered
on right into the middle of the 20th century That beautiful 14-bore
Boss in lot 1550 was ordered as late as 1938. So why on earth would a
sportsman want to buy a 14-bore gun with all the attendant difficulties
of cartridge procurement? | think the answer lies in the sportsman
who just wants something a little different, something to get the
tongues wagging at a shoot and a talking point over lunch. The only
problem, like | find with my 2" gun, is that at the sweepstake cartridge
count at the end of the shoot, it is very obvious how many cartridges
you have expended and you cannot lie about it.

Lot 495 in Holt's December auction is the cased pair of flintlock
duelling pistols made by Wogdon in 1795, complete with flask,
turnscrew and bullet mould, which by tradition were used in the
famous duel between Lt. Alexander Munro of the Royal Horse Guards
(Blue) and his brother-in-law, Lt. Colonel David Fawcett of the 55th
Regiment, in July 1843. Almost everything about this duel in which
Colonel Fawcett lost his life, is extraordinary, bordering on the quixotic.

Lt. Munro was born on 27th April 1803, in Tain, Ross and Cromarty, the
son of a soldier commissioned
from the ranks for bravery at the
storming of Seringapatam in 1799.
His ambition to obtain an officer’s
commission in the army was
hindered by limited funds and he
was only able to purchase one at
the rank of ensign (for £450) in the
78th Regiment of Foot, by 1831. He
subsequently transferred, again by
purchase, to the administrative role
of Cornet Adjutant in the Royal
Horse Guards. It was whilst he was
with the 78th Foot that he acquired
the Wogdon pistols, probably
second hand, proudly having his
name and regiment engraved on
the case. This in itself is slightly
strange, since by the 1830's,
percussion had become the
accepted system for igniting
firearm powder charges and
flintlock ignition was pretty well
obsolete, particularly among
serving officers in the army, but
one assumes these were the best
he could afford at the time.

Munro and Fawcett had married

sisters and whilst Fawcett was in

China during the first Opium War, Munro was tasked with overseeing
the sale of a property belonging to Fawcett, who was invalided home in
1843 after contracting yellow fever. On the afternoon of the 30th June
Munro was invited to tea at Fawcett's address in Sloane Street to report
on the outcome of the sale, confidently expecting thanks and
congratulations. Instead, he was accused of mishandling Fawcett’s
affairs and roundly abused, not only in the presence of his sister-in-law
and children, but worse, thrown out of the house in front of the
servants. Apoplectic with fury, Munro immediately sent Fawcett a
challenge to a duel by pistols the following morning, which was
promptly accepted.

The two set about trying to find people prepared to act as their seconds
and enable the dual to go ahead. This was no easy matter; sending and
accepting a challenge to a duel among officers was not officially
banned under Articles of War until 1844, but at the start of the
Peninsular Campaign, the Duke of Wellington made it abundantly clear
that there was no place in his army for duellists. Not only that, but
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LARUFERANT MENES,

Queen Victoria was on the throne and the riotous, boozy days of the
Regency, when duels were fought at the drop of a hat, were now
distinctly frowned upon. Anyone involved in a duel, either as
combatants or seconds, could expect be turfed out of society and would
bring an end to any military career.

With difficulty, Fawcett managed to persuade a Lt. Cuddy of the 55th,
who had travelled back from China with him, to act as his second and
Munro found a Lt. Grant, to act as his. It was then a matter of finding a
surgeon to attend and time was
running out, as the duel was
arranged for six o’clock in the fields
opposite the Brecknock Arms in
Camden, then on the outskirts of
London. In his evidence at Munro’s
trial for murder in 1847, George
Gulliver, regimental surgeon to the
Royal Horse Guards, describes
being woken at 5 am on July 1st, by
a frantic Munro, pleading with him
to attend the duel. With
considerable reluctance he agreed
on the understanding, that Munro
would happily accept an apology
and there was no deadly intent.
With this assurance, the two set off
by coach to Camden, arriving just
before six o'clock.

Shortly afterwards, Fawcett and
Cuddy arrived, followed by Grant,
and everyone proceeded into the
field, with Grant carrying Munro’'s
case of pistols. Each second loaded
one of the pistols, fourteen paces
were marked out, Munro and
Fawcett took their places at either
end, turning sideways to face each
other. Grant gave the agreed signal
to proceed: “Gentlemen are you ready? Fire!” Munro fired first, hitting
his brother-in-law under the right arm pit, shattering his ribs and
puncturing the lungs. He is reputed to have cried; "Did you see that? He
had me covered. He intended to shoot me.” To which Fawcett gasped:
“No | did not. | never intended to fire”.

The injured man was carried first to the Brecknock Arms, where he
was refused entry and then to the Camden Arms, dying two days later.
Munro fled to Belgium where, with his commission cancelled for being
absent without leave, he lived in considerable penury. Four years later
he returned to face justice and was tried for murder at the Old Bailey,
but public support came down in his favour and remarkably, although
found guilty, he was only sentenced to a year in prison. On his release,
he was able to re-purchase a commission in the army, becoming
Barracks Master at various postings in Ireland and Canada, dying in
1867.

Before passing to Holt’s, these historic pistols have been carefully
preserved by the family for the last 181 years - if only they could talk!

Angelo Galeazzi was born in Ospiltaletto (Brescia, Italy] in 1931 and sadly passed in 2012. After a
classic grammar school education, an early interest in drawing led to him working an
apprenticeship under the master engraver and sculptor Francesco Medici. Considered to be one
of the foremost engravers of modern times, he had an instantly recognisable style of engraving,
a pioneer in the ‘bulino’ technique, achieved purely with the use of the burin. The range of his
subject matter was extensive, from European game scenes to big game hunting to Western
scenarios. He was also one of the first to introduce the idea of elaborate mythological compositions
- especially scenes of Artemis, goddess of hunting, as a subject for gun engraving. His work
encapsulated an understanding of depth and perspective that few could match and his obvious
passion for the subject matter he specialized in manifested itself in meticulous attention to detail.
His approach was almost painterly in his use of chiaroscuro gradations to bring realism and a
three dimensional quality to his subject; and a careful adherence to anatomical correctness was
balanced by a poetic visualization of landscape atmosphere and movement. He used subtle
